4. Plan and construct a window display in your community portraying the Scouting program in
February. Your window display can be scheduled to go up in a shopping mall, bank, store,
library, etc. Be creative by putting a variety of Scouting-related items in your display such as
Pinewood Derby cars, awards, uniforms, Scout books, patches, pictures, crafts, camping gear,
campfire displays, etc. It should be set up for at least 5 days.

By completing the above requirements, you may order as many anniversary patches as you
need. Just fill out the application and submit it to the service center WITH PAYMENT — NO LATER
THAN FEBRUARY 28, 2008 Your patches and ribbon will be given out by the May Roundtable.
